Application Instructions for HBS MBA Students
(New applicants & first-year HBS students)

Application Deadline: December 15 for admission fall of following year

Interview Policy: Interviewsfor the Biomedical Enterprise Program (BEP) are by invitation only and will be held in mid
February. The BEP office will notify applicants selected to interview and assign a time to meet with a subset of the joint
(HST/MIT Sloan) BEP Admissions Committee.

Directions: NOTE: If you are concurrently applying to MIT Sloan and HBS, you should compl ete the specia instructions for
BEP applicants provided on the MIT Sloan MBA admissions web site; you should ignore the directions that follow. The directions
offered below will apply to you only if you are applying to HBSand are not applying for admission to MIT Soan or if you are
already a 1st-year student at HBS.

Step 1: Send acopy of your HBS application to Ms. Andrea Santo at the HST Admissions Office (address below). If you are
submitting a previous year application, any updates to your application, such as recent transcripts, should also be sent to her
attention.

Step 2: Unlessyour HBS application already includes one, request athird letter of recommendation from someone who can
speak of your ability to handle problems involving science, engineering or technology. Y our recommender should send this letter
directly to Ms. Santo.

Step 3: Prepare acover letter that requests consideration for admission to the Biomedical Enterprise Program. Briefly explain
what factors have contributed to your decision to apply and why you have chosen to do so at this particular stage of your career.

Step 4: Writetwo (2) brief essays, as directed below. Append both essays to your cover letter, making certain that your name and
the essay question appear at the top of the first page of each essay.

Essay One (Y our essay should be no more than 500 words.)

¥  What isyour definition of success as you consider a career in the biomedical industry? Provide abrief overview of your
ideal career path over the next 10-15 years as you move toward that success. Explain what you hope to have
accomplished at the end of that period and how your experiences in BEP will have helped make those accomplishments
possible.

Essay Two (Respond to only one of the following topics. Y our essay should be no more than 750 words.)

¥ Describe one area of science or technology that you believe is particularly promising in terms of having an impact on the
practice of medicine and affecting peopl€e's health. What is the underlying problem, why isit significant, and what are
promising solutions that might address it?

¥ Describe one medical or healthcare problem on which you hope to make a positive impact. Explain why this problem is
meaningful to you and how you hope to promote progress toward solving it.

Step 5: Mail your cover letter, two essays, and the $70 BEP application fee (amoney order or check in U.S. dollars made payable
to HST) directly to:
